Helena, and boating in British Columbia's pristine
backcountry boating location: Murtle Lake.

Bruce is a year-round backcountry adventurer; his
photos will show skiing from huts in Canada and
Wyoming and spring backpacking with his family
in Utah where his daughter was trapped in
quicksand. Canoe trips with family and

friends included Wells Gray Provincial Park in the

Cariboo Mountains where Murtle Lake is North
America’s largest lake set aside for paddlers only.
Rounding out the year are bicycle trips encircling
Montana's Big Hole Valley, Trout

Creek Canyon (featuring York burgers) and the
Nicholson Rail Trail system in South Dakota.
